AOC Clinic, Mary Blasi

e Albuquerque Opportunity Clinic (AOC) needs volunteers. AOC is a night shelter for
homeless men that offers a clinic for routine check-ups and minor medical issues
(wound care, over-the-counter meds, antibiotic prescriptions from an MD). AOC happen
every Wednesday from 5-9 PM and you can sign up via sign-up genius. AOC uses an
interprofessional team of MD students, nursing students, pharmacy students, and
students in other specialties to treat patients. The clinic usually has 1-2 upper-level PA
or MD who supervises the clinic as well as an attending who can prescribe medications
for patients and oversees the entire clinic.

North Campus Food Pantry, Emily Alden
e The food pantry will be overseen and developed by the HSSC. It will be supported by the
HSSC budget, fundraising, and donations from alumni/sponsors.

Proposed once a week or once a month staffed to provide resources to students
using the food bank (food insecurity resources).
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o Next steps: measuring and ordering shelving and voting on the above proposed
actions.
